Anyone who is going through a bad time 

or a crisis, or is experiencing loneliness or anxiety, is welcome to  

contact Samaritans.   

It costs approximately €35,000 to run our branch and we have to 

fundraise for this amount each year.  We are here today to ask you 

to support us in our Church Gate collection so we can continue our     

valuable volunteer work.
