As well as representing 
God’s love, flowing from the cross, 
embracing all the families of the world, 
the semicircle and cross also represent 
the ‘dome’ of the Church, “a family of 
families. 

Symbol of the self-sacrificing love of 
Jesus. This self- sacrificing love is also 
at the very heart of marriage and 
family life.  It is also a symbol of 
Ireland’s Christian roots and history. 
Known by many as the “Papal Cross”, it 
stands in the Phoenix Park in Dublin, 

 Draws from ancient Celtic imagery, 
found on ancient stones and 
monuments around Ireland. As 
Christianity came to Ireland, the  
tri-spiral, began to be used as a symbol 
of the Holy Trinity.

No 
one is excluded, couples, elderly, 
single, widowed, consecrated, clergy, 
children, all are important members of 
our family.
