A Reflection on Today's Gospel

Recall that last week we heard how Jesus was re-
jected in his hometown of Nazareth. The insertion of
the reminder about John the Baptist’s ministry and
his death at the hands of Herod in Mark’s Gospel
makes a similar point. Mark reminds his readers
about this dangerous context for Jesus’ ministry and
that of his disciples. Preaching repentance and the
Kingdom of God is dangerous business for Jesus
and for his disciples. Mark wants his readers to re-
member that we, too, may find resistance as we
choose to be disciples of Jesus.

Mark’s Gospel tells us that Jesus sent out the
Twelve. These twelve were selected from among
Jesus’ disciples and named by Mark in chapter 3.
Mark notes that these twelve are also called
“apostles.” The word apostle means “one who is
sent.”
